Mud, Muck, and Beauty
On this day, mud is serious business. It is part of the “work” Jesus is doing—work he describes with a bit of mystery: “We must work the works of him who sent me while it is day.” Mud and spit—the very work of God. 
John’s Gospel is no stranger to symbolism, nor is it shy about evoking the ancient book of Genesis. And no doubt some readers hear in this healing story echoes of the earliest work of God—creation. God, gathering dust and dirt and breath, mixing it all, and creating something living. Jesus does this work now, creating something new, restoring something ancient—humankind (adam)—from the earth (adamah).

AI-generated content may be incorrect.]We may find it confusing, even problematic, that Jesus explains this man’s lifelong blindness by telling his disciples that the man “was born blind so that God’s works might be revealed in him.” We mustn’t interpret this to mean that people suffer for the sake of God’s glory. Rather, suffering is a reality of the human body and of human living. It is not the fault of the suffering person or his family (a point Jesus insists upon). And it is certainly not the desire of God, as the healing ministry of Jesus gives witness. But Jesus’ observation is, at its  Jesus Heals A Blind Man Alida Bothma

heart, a recognition that God does work within the medium of human suffering—in all its mud and muck. Like a masterful creator, or a child after a rainstorm, God can make or imagine or restore beautiful things from what appears to us to be a mess.
Human suffering is not God’s sandbox. It isn’t a place where God plays or experiments. But it is a place where God lives and participates, a place where, for now, the mud is still being mixed and spread, where creation is still happening.
